The Museum will provide participating artists with a 10’ x 10’ space, including a 6’ rectangular table, two chairs, 
access to electrical outlets, and an easel.  The Museum will also provide packing materials for sold artworks. All 

other display materials, including table clothes, etc., must be self-provided and contained within the 10’ x 10’ space. 
 

Set up will begin at 8 a.m. Saturday, June 11. Set-up must be removed from Leir Hall by 5 p.m.   
There is NO OVERNIGHT STORAGE.   

Set-up for Sunday begins 8 a.m. on Sunday, and displays must be removed by 6 p.m.  
Space location is not assigned; please arrive on time for set-up.
